Day One: Training the Dog 
In the first part of the weekend, we will build our dog’s problem solving skills. Finding a hide isn’t just about sniffing to 
source…Dogs use all of their cognitive functions to be able work a puzzle. They use memory, spatial processing, sensory 
processing, and contextual processing. We will work on setting hides that build your dog’s true capabilities and really get 

your dog THINKING…. 
 

 Day Two: Training the Handler 
As we move up the levels, the handler becomes challenged in not only finding the hides, but in being able to clear an area. 
Can you tell when your dog is in, and more importantly is NOT in odor? Do you know when to call Finish? Do you know 

the most effective way to adapt to a search area and apply the most effective search strategies?  
 

Day Three:  Bringing it all together 
When we bring the handler and the dog skills together, we get teamwork! Teamwork becomes the name of the game in the 

higher levels. We will work on your ability to Observe, Assess, and Act.
